SB 357:  The legislation modified the penalties for interfering with public transpiration, reducing from a Class A to a Class C misdemeanor the crime of knowingly entering or remaining on public transportation vehicles or property.  Essentially the change was intended to reduce the level of penalty for fare evasions.  TriMet did not actively oppose the change as the Districts Attorneys for Multnomah, Clackamas and Washington counties had already agreed not to use IPT(a) for simple fare evasion cases.
