Transit Provisions

- 90% returned to district
- Citizen committee
- OTC reviews plans
- Plans must address:

- Improving or extending routes to low income 
communities

- Purchase of natural gas or electric buses
- Reducing fares for low income
- Coordination of services inside & outside districts



Timing - Draft

- Payroll tax effective July 2018
- Final rule May ~2018
- Funds available ~Jan. 2019
- Bus purchase 2 year lag
- TriMet planning now for Sept. 2018 & 

March 2019
- Given lead time, need to begin now



Low Income Fare

- TriMet committed to implement low 
income fare with new funds

- Advisory committee recommendation: 
50% at 200% of federal poverty level

- ~70,000 max. could qualify
- ~$12m annual cost at full
