TriMet must comply with Title VI regulations issued by the U.S. Department of
Transportation (DOT) and the FT A. As a condition of receiving ongoing federal funds, the
FT A requires each transit agency to submit an updated Title V( Program every three years.
The FT A regulations require TriMet to brief its Board regarding TriMet's Title VI Program
und Policies, including the results of ils established service monitoring program, and obtain
the Board's approval of the updated Title VI program before its submission to the FT A.

S. Background
Title VI was enacted as part of the landmark Civil Rights Act of 1964. It prohibits
discrimination on the basis of race, color, and national origin in programs and activities
receiving federal financial assistance.
