• Concept Proposal Presentation – Iván Carmona  
Ivan outlined the design process and considerations for a public art sculpture to be 
installed at a transit station. It is intended to be both visually appealing and 
meaningful to the community. Esperando Sculpture is inspired by the artist's 
memories of concrete building materials when growing up in Puerto Rice, and the 
experiences of commuters waiting for transit when he moved to Portland.  

• The design features a human figure in a meditative pose, symbolizing calm and 
reflection. Interlocking hands folded over each other and ankles crossed.  

• The sculpture will be made of durable materials (concrete and Tnemec paint) and 
incorporate a magenta color palette that complements the surrounding 
environment and to invoke warmth.  

• Discussion –  
o The sculpture will be placed on a pedestal and secured to the platform. 
o Lighting will be incorporated to ensure visibility at night. 
o Regular maintenance, including cleaning and repairs, will be necessary to 

preserve the sculpture's appearance.

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o Concerns lifted up about the interpretation of the shape of the sculpture 
and how it would connect or resonate with the community. Explore ideas 
on what kind of artist statement and broadcast outreach to inform the 
community about the concept of sculpture. 

o Committee approved design with the following comments to the Ivan: 
- Consider potential undesirable readings of the form and how it 

might be altered to read as more abstract human form (crossing 
legs, arms etc) 

- Scale needs further investigation.

• Working on 5-year State-of-Good Repair Capital Improvement Project request. Also 

toward right-sizing the collection. Currently the collection is valued at $18 million, 
but status of numerous works need to be updated and/or corrected.

o Repaired
