PURPOSE

The committee’s purpose is to recommend the type of connector that will
link the future Gibbs Street MAX Station on Barbur Boulevard to Marquam
Hill. This short distance up the steep hill may require a combination of
pathways, structures, and mechanical conveyance to make the connection.

The committee’s goal will be to select a type of connector type that is safe,
accessible, efficient, sensitive to Terwilliger Parkway’s historic context and
natural resources, and affordable to build and maintain. The Marquam Hill
Connector provides an opportunity to create a signature connection that
reflects the beauty of its surroundings and inspires civic pride.

The committee will make its recommendation to the SW Corridor Light Rail
Project Steering Committee for a final decision in May.
